§ 46-102 Definition of Pedacycle. 

For purposes of this Article, the term “pedacycle” shall mean a vehicle propelled solely by 
human powered pedals.

§ 46-103 Registration Procedures; Record. 

Any owner or operator of a pedacycle within the Borough may file with the Police De-
partment a complete description of such bicycle upon a blank form to be provided for the pur-
pose, which such filing will constitute a registration of such pedacycle.  Such registration shall 
be serially numbered and be kept on file by the Chief of Police in his office as a public record.

§ 46-104 Identification Tags. 

Immediately upon the registration of a pedacycle in his office, the Chief of Police or 
someone designated by him shall affix to such pedacycle an identification tag, serially numbered 
to correspond to the registration of such pedacycle.  Such tag shall thereafter remain affixed to 
the pedacycle unless removed by the Chief of Police or someone designated by him for cause or 
for replacement with another tag upon re-registration.

§ 46-105 Registration Fee. 

A charge of One Dollar ($1.00) per registration shall be made for the registration or tag-
ging of any pedacycle under the provisions of this Article.

§ 46-106 Report of Change of Ownership or Dismantling. 

Within ten (10) days after any pedacycle registered under this Article shall have changed 
ownership or been dismantled and taken out of operation, such information shall be reported to 
the Chief of Police by the person in whose name the pedacycle had been registered.
