§ 36-403 No Waiver. 

The failure of the Borough to insist on timely performance or compliance by any person 
with the requirements of this Chapter shall not constitute a waiver of the Borough’s right to later 
insist on timely performance or compliance by that person or any other person.  The failure of 
the Borough to enforce any provision of this Chapter on any occasion shall not operate as a 
waiver or estoppel of it right to enforce any provision of this Chapter on any other occasion.  
Nothing in this Chapter shall restrict or prevent the Borough from enforcing any Codes or other 
ordinance requirements not contained in this Chapter to the same extent as if this Chapter had not 
been enacted.  This Chapter regulates the ability of an owner to rent or otherwise permit the oc-
cupancy of his/her/its property by others for residential purposes.  The Codes regulate the condi-
tion of a property itself and are separately enforceable in accordance with their own terms, re-
gardless of whether the property contains a Residential Rental Unit.
