Trash Collection

Trash is collected one time (1) a week on Fridays.
No loose trash bags will be collected. All trash
must be placed inside a container before collec-
tion; not to exceed 50 Ibs.

Recycling Collection (every week)
Recycling is collected one (1) time per week on
Fridays. Trash and recycling are not to be placed out
for collection earlier than 5:00 p.m. the evening
before the scheduled collection date.

Single-Stream Recycling Collection

Alburtis Borough offers a “single-stream” recycling
program which makes it easier than ever to recy-
cle. Everything that your household recycles will
now go in the same container. No need to sepa-
rate your papers, metals, cardboard, glass, plas-
tics, etc. J. P. Mascaro & Sons will pick up recy-
clables every week on Friday with a truck that
resembles a trash truck. Just clean and rinse
items before placing them into recycling container.

What Can be placed out as Recyclables?

* Paper and Cardboard
(no books, no contaminated pizza boxes)

e Wax Cartons: Milk, juice, soup, flavored drinks
and cartons can be recycled.

e Aluminum

e Glass (no windows, mirrors or light bulbs)

* Plastics #1- #7 (no toys, styrofoam, ceramics)
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Bulk Iltem Collection

Each household can place out one (1) bulk item per
week, to be collected on Friday. Bulk waste
includes items such as sofas, water heaters, and
stoves. However, refrigerators, freezers, air condi-
tioners, or dehumidifiers cannot be collected due to
the special handling required for items containing
CFCs (Freon). Carpets should be cut into three-foot
strips, rolled, and tied into a maximum of ten rolls.
Additionally, mattresses and box springs must be
wrapped in plastic before disposal, and each counts
as one item. For twigs and branches, they should be
cut into 3-foot lengths, bundled into a maximum of
10 bundles per pickup, or 10 logs, or one (1) stump.
